I would also like to take this opportunity to ask that when the ground is wet outside
due to snow or rain, that the children and parents remove their shoes at the front
door upon arrival. Please have him/her place their shoes or boots on the rug at the
entrance or by the coats. This will help to keep the floors dry and prevent falls and
injuries.
